Mission  
 
Our mission is to carry our Mexika fire, one of the most important 
elements of our tradition, through a spiritual run that will begin in the heart 
of Tenochtitlan, Mexico and will proceed to the Pueblo, Navajo and Hopi 

Nations in the Northern territory of Anahuac now known as North America.  We will 
leave this fire in these sacred places as a symbol of spiritual and cultural unity and as 
an inspiration so that the people will receive strength to keep their beautiful traditions 
alive and strong. This prayer will continue to strengthen the alliance between the Mexika 
people from Central Mexico and the tribes in the North. 
 
 

Purpose 
 
To unite and strengthen our voice and identity as one people through the 
continued effort and work of native people sharing cultures through 

ceremony and prayer. The long-term goal is to pass on the sacred teachings and ways 
of life to our children so they can learn to live with respect and harmony and be able to 
help restore balance on the Earth. 
 
 

Vision 
 
Our vision is that these sacred runs will strengthen the ceremonial and 
cultural relationship between indigenous people from North, Central and 
South America reinforcing the Confederacy of the Eagle and the Condor. 

 
 
 
 
 
 



 

 
 

 
Introduction 

 
 
There have been many visions and prophesies about the Confederacy of the Eagle and the 
Condor. The eagle is a powerful symbol that the Native nations of North America have 
shared.  It represents many qualities, such as strength, vision, sacredness, spirituality and 
transcendence. The Eagle confederacy stretches from Alaska to the great forests in 
Canada, to the Desserts of Arizona, Mexico to Nicaragua and into Central America. This 
part of the Continent is known as the Confederacy of Eagle. In South America of equal 
importance as the Eagle, is the Condor which also stands as a living symbol for the people 
of the Andes and the jungles of the Amazon.  With the same qualities of vision, power and 
presence, the Condor became the archetype that this culture utilized in their ceremonies 
and way of life to form what is known as the Confederacy of the Condor.  

For thousands of years there has been a strong and remarkable interaction between the 
people of the North with the people of the South on a spiritual, cultural and commercial 
level, long before the current political borders were imposed on our lands and peoples. 
Across the Americas, from Alaska to Argentina there are traces of great Trading Centers or 
Markets. In the oral tradition of many nations in the North and South, the relationships, 
special visits, trade and intermarriages with people from far away is present and depicts a 
much richer interconnection than what has been accounted for by experts in the field of 
anthropology and history.  We now know of people that traveled long distances not only to 
exchange jewelry, feathers, shells and food, but also to exchange knowledge and 
ceremonies as well. It is within this natural rhythm that the original peoples of the Americas 
created the Confederacy of the Eagle and the Condor.   

In recent years, the communication and contact between these two confederacies has 
been slowly disintegrating due to various reasons including the continued exploitation of 
our people and their lands by various entities.  Every day there are less traditional people 
and the ancient ways of life are being lost. Modern ways of living are affecting these vital 
aspects that give dignity and strength to the original people of this continent.   

Another fact is that in the last 50 years key information has surfaced to explain the time 
cycles that many different traditions trace to be the completion of a cycle of time, a time of 
darkness that for the Native peoples meant the invasion of the Europeans which started in 
1492.  This time also marked the beginning of difficult times for our people as foretold by 
the ancient prophecies and visions of those who carry and understand time. Recorded in 
many of our traditional native calendars, now is a time of re-emergence of the ancient 
wisdom, a re-encounter with our ancient roots and origins as Anahuaka or Indigenous 
peoples of this continent. The Yankuicpohua 1975-2026 in the Mexika Count, the New 
Pachacutec in the Andean tradition, the ending of the long count of the Mayans in 2012, 
purification time in the Hopi tradition, the Birth of the White Buffalo for the Lakota in 1994, 
and for many people the great Solar Eclipse in 1991 demarks a new Sun, a new beginning. 

In this way people have received inspiration, visions or prophecies of a new time, a new 
cycle.  This time is for healing and spiritual strengthening of all people from this continent,    
the re-unification of the Eagle and the Condor.  

 



 

 

 

 

 

The Sacred Run 

In the spring 2006, the Hopi Nation completed a Ceremonial Run to Tenochtitlan, Mexico to 
where they took sacred water from their land in Hopi, Arizona. One of their objectives was 
to reach the Global Water Forum that was taking place in Mexico City. The run was a great 
event and they were received ceremonially with great honor by the Mexika people as well 
as representatives from many native nations of Mexico. 

A year has passed since that run, and the sacred water from the Hopi has traveled to the 
four directions in different ceremonies in many countries around the world.  In February, 
2007 the water from the Hopi was united with the fire of the Mexika nation.  For the first 
time they will run together in our ceremonial run in honor and memory of Cuauhtemoctzin, 
the last speaker and defender of the Mexika people, who resisted the invasion of the 
Spaniards, as a free and autonomous Indigenous nation in 1521. Now in the next few 
months that same water along with the fire of the Eagle confederacy will be taken to the 
traditional celebrations of the Andean nations, the Inca, Quechua and Aymará, to the 
festivity of the Sun or Inti Raimi. Soon after these events, we will begin the spiritual run that 
will go from Mexico Tenochtitlan to the Rio Grande Pueblos, reservations and tribal lands of 
our brothers and sisters from the Tiwa, Keresan, Zuni, Diné and Hopi, who began this effort 
of unity and prayer. 

 

 

 
Upon arrival to each one of the Pueblos we will share our ceremonial dances and present 
the fire to the Community as a symbol of unity and respect, inviting them all to be part of 
the circle and ceremony. 
 
The Run will pass through Laguna, Isleta, Acoma and Zuni Pueblo and to the Diné and 
Hopi Nations.  At each place, we intend to leave a part of our ceremonial fire, a prayer for 
the unity and strength of our people and our ceremonial dances and songs. 
 
As a last gift and memory of this important event we will leave a beautiful mural in a Public 
School in the Second Mesa in Hopi Land.  This mural will be painted by a combination of 
talented youth from the Mexika and the Hopi Nation. Together we will decide the images 
and motives of this mural, and it will be open to all the people to inspire them and 
remember this beautiful unity of the Anahuak people.
